These trials will be held indoors in two 100’ x 100’ ring with rolled packed dirt floor. There is plenty of close parking, crate

space and restrooms. Please bring chairs, crates, and water for your dogs and clean up tools.

BUILDING WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR SET UP on THURSDAY, September 11, 2008 from 5 p.m. to 7 pm. X-pens are
allowed for two or more large dogs or 3 or more small dogs. Dogs must be under reasonable control if using expen. All
expens must have covers on them to control jumping out. Owners of dogs reported lunging at people or dogs, may be asked
to crate those dogs by trial chair.

The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge that they are familiar with the rules

and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are familiar with and able to perform all obstacles safely.

Bitches in season are not permitted in the Trial. No refunds for bitches that come in season after the closing date.

Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry. There will be a $23 charge added on returned checks. No refund for duplicate
entries. Care will be taken to find duplicates, however, if an entry has been processed, no refund will be made.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from competition by action of
the Trial Committee.

Entry fees will not be refunded if the trials cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, civil disturbance, fire, an act of
God, public emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor
whose dog and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior, may,
at the discretion of the Trial Committee be asked to leave the trial site. There will be no refund of entry fees if a person is
asked to leave the trial site.

All dogs must be on leash at all times except when in the ring or when in the designated agility warm-up area.
